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In Matthew 6:1, Jesus said, "When you do good deeds, don’t try to show off. If you 

do, you won’t get a reward from your Father in Heaven." 

So what does this mean to me? Serve Him first! 

"I was so bound serving people that I didn’t know what I was doing, what God wanted 

me to do, or what I really wanted to do. I would always make myself feel bad. I didn’t 

know how to say ‘no’. I was always trying to be a people pleaser. 

So one day the Word was spoken over me and I was set FREE. This being said, I 

finally knew who to serve and how to serve Him. I thank God for setting me free. I 

can now serve God and not people and feel good about it. 

To me, the problem is human nature and focusing on our relationship with ourselves 

instead of Christ. This causes a problem because people will expect too much of you 

as well as you expecting too much of them. You must focus on Christ and not each 

other. 

When serving, you must serve Him first. If you serve Christ, then you will remember 

to look to Him for your approvals. He will reward you. In fact, He is the REWARD!
